The IA notifies the DS as soon as possible of the I1A’s decision. In the event of a finding of no case to answer the
DS notifies the parties and the case is closed. In the event of a finding of a prime facie case, the DS immediately
notifies the member of the alleged breaches.

The member has 14 days to reply with any additional statements of fact or documentary evidence not previously
available for consideration by the DCOM. If necessary, the DS arranges a management meeting for the DC and
DCOM.

The DS notifies parties of the management meeting outcome and in the event of the case being set for a hearing
before the DCOM, each party must 14 days prior to the hearing notify the DS whether they intend to attend the
hearing and of any witnesses being called to give oral testimony.

The hearing takes place before the DCOM, who inform the DS of their decision and the DS in turn notifies the
parties within 14 days.
